· Applicants have to hold a PhD title or have a proove of supervision for the project by researcher holding  a PhD (Psychology or other Social Sciences and Humanities)
· EATA encourages the partnership with scientific,  institutional bodies and associations.
· EATA will expect research outcome to be presented / published within TA Community / Journals/ events.
· EATA expects high quality standards of research, from evaluation to process monitoring
Procedure
STEP 1

   Deadline for sending an application each year is April 30th each year.
STEP 3                    Each project is evaluated by two evaluators external to the committee within   

                                the month from the deadline.
Evaluators are researchers holding PhD title.
Evaluators evaluate the projects using a structured form.
The aspects being evaluated are:
· Scientific/research experience of the project coordinator/s and/or of the research team

· Scientific/research interest of the Project:  novelty of the project, relevance in the specific field and in TA in general, advacement of the state of the art in the field, coherence of the project, the knowledge of the applicant/s of the state of the art in the field, the logical structure of the project, expected results in relation to the propsed objectives
· Feasibility of the research proposal: reaching the established objectives, if the project is well  argued and theoretically sound, adequacy of the chosen methodology, proposed work plan, distribution of the tasks among the participants in the project
· The budget and dissemination plan
· Consideration of ethical aspects of the research
STEP 4
Research Committee chooses the project/s to be funded according to the    evaluations and presents the projects and the budget in the Council meeting in July each year in order to be approved. 
STEP 5
   
   The principal investigator/s of the chosen project/s are signing the contract

                                about timing and output with EATA.
STEP 6

   There is a regular monitoring of the project/s progress.


     
    For the project/s lasting a year there should be a midway report sent to the 

                                 Research Committee and EATA office.
For the project/s lasting more than a year there should be a report sent every six months to the Research Committee and EATA office.

STEP 7

   Results should be adequately disseminated in scientific journals and presented 
                                to the TA community through:

·  a presentation in the EATA newsletter
· the submission of a scientific article in IJTAR (International Journal of Transactional Analysis Research).
